Tinsel - less Town -Kitties love this sparkly, light -catching ñtoyò thatôs easy to bat 
around and carry in their mouths. But a nibble can lead to a swallow, which can lead to 

an obstructed digestive tract, severe vomiting, dehydration and possible surgery.  

No Chocolates or anything sweetened with xylitol   

Toy Joy  

Looking to stuff your petôs stockings? Choose gifts that are safe. 

Forget the Mistletoe & Holly - Holly , when ingested, can cause pets to suffer nausea, 
vomiting and diarrhea. Mistletoe  can cause gastrointestinal upset and cardiovascular 

problems. And many varieties of lilies , can cause kidney failure in cats if ingested.  

That Holiday Glow -Donôt leave lighted candles unattended. Pets may burn them-

selves or cause a fire if they knock candles over. Be sure to use appropriate candle 
holders, placed on a stable surface. And if you leave the room, put the candle out!  

Wired Up -Keep wires, batteries and glass or plastic ornaments out of pawsô reach. A 

wire can deliver a potentially lethal electrical shock and a punctured battery can cause 
burns to the mouth and esophagus, while shards of breakable ornaments can damage 

your petôs mouth. 

Put the Meds Away  

Careful with Cocktails - If your celebration includes adult holiday beverages, be sure 

to place your unattended alcoholic drinks where pets cannot get to them.  

A Room of Their Own - Give your pet his own quiet space to retreat to.  

New Yearôs Noise-As you count down to the new year, please keep in mind that 

strings of thrown confetti can get lodged in a catôs intestines. Noisy poppers can terrify 
pets and cause possible damage to sensitive ears.
