
Dog Care Essentials  
Top 10 things to keep your dog in tip - top shape  

1. External Identification.  Outfit your dog with a collar and ID tag that includes your 

telephone number. An ID tag greatly increases the chance that your pet will be         
returned home safely.  The proper fit for the collar is when two  fingers can slip easily 

under the collar.  Another method of external identification is a tattoo on the inner thigh 
or on the ears. Tattoos can not be removed. Internal method of identification is a      

microchip. All veterinarian or animal shelter can scan for the chip. Proper registration of 
the microchip may be a happy reunion with the pet and their owners.  
 

2. Follow local laws for licensing your dog. All cities require pet license.  
 

3. Leash law. Dogs are required to be on a leash when they are outside of your home 

or fenced yard. In some areas, such as parks, there are designated area that does not       
require a leash but in most public places, a leash is required.  

4. Give your dog proper protection.  A fenced yard is the best for most dogs.        
Remember they do need some form of shelter to get out of the inclement weather and 

fresh water.  

5. Take your dog to the veterinarian for regular check - ups.  Keep your dog 
healthy by keeping up to date on vaccinations. If you do not have a veterinarian , ask 

BowWow Fun Towne staff.  

6. Spay or neuter your dog.  Dogs who are altered tend to live longer, are healthier, 

and have fewer behavior problems (e.g., biting, running away). By spaying or neutering 
your dog  also reduce the problem of pet overpopulation.   BowWow Fun Towne require 

all female dogs be spayed by 6 months and all male dogs be neutered by 9 months.  

7. Give your pooch a nutritionally balanced diet, including constant access to 

fresh water. Treats are awesome but too much ruins the waistline (ask Maggie). 
Round out the dogsô diet with kibbles and treats in moderation. Quality not quantity of 

the food satisfies the dogs dietary needs.   

8. Enroll your dog in a training class. Basic obedience (sit, stay, down and most of 

come ) training  is a must for all dogs. BowWow Fun Towne offers on array of group 
classes by certified dog trainers, please ask and we will be happy to give you a referral.  

9. Give your dog enough exercise to keep them physically fit. The  perfect way to 
bond with your dog and get physically fit is by running, walking, playing or swimming 

your dog.  

10. Be loyal to and patient with your faithful companion.  Our dog is our best 
friend. They are not perfect so be patient. If you following these guidelines, your dog 

will give you a lifetime of unconditional love, loyalty, friendship, sloppy kisses, and a 

perfect cuddy bug on those cold nights.
